
STATUTE_33

COhTVOCATION

[Refer Section 35 (F)]

1. Conyocation

1.1 A Convocation for the purpose of confening degrees and other distinctions of the

University shall be held annually at the Head Quarters of the Uuiversity and shall be

called Amual Convocation. A special convocation may also be held at such time as may

be found necessary or convenient. The actual date of the convocation in each case shall

be Iixed by the Kulpati with the approval of the Kuladhipati.

1.2 The Kuladhipati or in his/ her absence the Kulpati shall confer the Hoaorary Degree,

Degree of Doctor of Literature (D. Lit.), Degree of Doctorate of Science @.Sc.), Degree

ofDoctor ofPhilosophy (Ph.D.) and the Kulpati shall confer other degrees on studenls.

1.3 Provided that the Kulpati may confer a degree in advance of the Annual Convocation orr

students proceeding to Universities abroad for further studies, or in any other situation

where considered essential-

1.4 Every degree shall bear the signaturc ofthe Kulpati. The date on the degrees, whether to

be awarded at lhe Convocation or otherwise, will be the same as the date of the

University Convocation

2. Notice

2.1Ordinarily not less than four weeks'notice shall be given by the Registar for holding

Convocation. This period rray however, be reduced to ten days in the case of special

convocation or in aly olher case where such a counie is considered expedient by the

Kulpati.

2,2 The candidates who have passed their examinations in the years since the last

Convocation shall be eligible to be admitted to the Convocation.

3. Application.

3.i A candidate for the Degree must submit to the Registra.r his/ her application on or before

the date fixed for the purpose for admission to the Degree at the Convocation in person

along with the prescribed fee.
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3.2 Such candidates who are unable to present themselves in person at the Convocation shall

be admiued to the Degree in absentia by the Kuladhipati and their Degrees shall be given

by the Registrar on applicalion and payment of the prescribed fee.

Fe€s
4.1 The fee for admission to the Degrce at the Convocation in person and in absentia shall be

fixed by the UniversitY

4.2 Provided that the Kulpati may in special cases pemrit the receipt of late applications upto

seven days before the date of convocation if such applications are accompanied by a

prescribed late fee.

Ilonorary Dcgree
5.l Honoiary begree shall be conferred at Convocation / Special Convocation and may be

taken in person or in absentia

5.2 The presentation of the peNons at tho Convocation on whom Honorary Degrees are to be

confened shall be made by the Kulapati or by a person nominated by hirn/ her'

Academic Costumes

6.1 The Academic Costumes shall b€ wom at the time of convocation for conferring degrees.

The Kuladipati, The chief Guesg The Kulpati, the Registar, the Finance offrcer, the

Deans of Faculties and the members of the University Authorities shall wear their special

convocation dress as prescribed by the university. The specifications of the colour,

material, weaving, dying etc- shall be as prescribed by the University'

6.2 Candidates at the Convocation shall wear Academic Dress (gowns) as specifred by the

university. No candidate shall be admitted lo the convocalion who is not in prbper

Academic Dress as prescribed by the University'

7.1 A rehearsal shall be ananged on or belore the date of the convocation at which

candidates for degrees must be prcsent, candidates not plesent at the rehearsal run

the risk ofnot being admitted at the ConvocatioD"

7.2 Candidates who are ruuble to attetrd the convocation must inform the Registal

wellinadvance.Suchcandidateswillbeadmittedtothedegreeinabsentiain

accordance with the rules prescribed from time to time'

absentia shall pay a prescribed fee to the University before they are admitted to the
